IT IS ORDERED that:

The Land

1. The Land referred to in this Order is land at Wrens Nest, Heanley Lane, Hurley, 

Warwickshire as indicated by the red line on the attached plan under the following title 

numbers: WK410017, WK461264, WK451159, WK451160, WK451161, WK461260 and 

WK484396.
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The Parties 

2. The 1st to 9th Defendants are identified as landowners of parts of the Land in Land Registry

Injunction

3. Until further Order of the Court, the Defendants shall not whether by themselves or 

encouraging, instructing or allowing another undertake any development (as defined by 

section 55 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990) on the Land without the grant of 

planning permission or the written consent of the Claimant’s solicitor. For the avoidance of 

doubt, nobody may move a mobile home or caravan onto the Land and no person may live 

on the Land.

4. If any Defendant sells or leases the Lands or part thereof, they shall:

(i) Provide a copy of this order to the prospective purchaser/tenant before the Land 

(or any part therein) is transferred or contracts exchanged; and 
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(ii) Provide the full name and contact details of the new owner/tenant to the 

Claimant’s solicitor within 48 hours of the transfer / exchange of contracts.

5. If any Defendant has already sold or leased the Lands or part thereof, they shall provide a 

copy of this Order to the purchaser/tenant and provide the full name and contact details of 

the purchaser/tenant to the Claimant’s solicitor within 48 hours of service of this Order.

Service

6. The Claimant shall personally serve the 1st, 2nd, 6th, 7th, and 9th Defendants with a copy 

of this Order together with the Claim Form and the Injunction Application and evidence 

in support. If, after two attempts at personal service, with each attempt being at least 24 

hours apart, the Claimant is unable to personally serve any Defendant required to be so 

served, service shall be effected by leaving the required documents in that Defendant’s 

letter box. If service is effected by leaving the required documents in any Defendant’s 

letter box, then service shall be deemed to take place 24 hours after placing the required 

documents through the letterbox.

7. The Claimant has permission to serve the 3rd, 4th, 5th, 8th and 10th Defendants with a copy 

of this Order together with the Claim Form and the Injunction Application and evidence 

in support by alternative means, namely the Claimant shall serve the required documents 

by:

(i) Attaching copies of the required documents in clear plastic envelopes 

conspicuously at the entrance to the Land so that they come to the attention of 

any visitors; and

(ii) Uploading the required documents to its website so that it is readily and easily 

accessible by any member of the public including a link to the required documents 

from the Claimant’s main web page.
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The deemed date of service shall be the date of completion of the last of the 

aforementioned steps.

Further Hearing

8. The Injunction Application shall be listed for a further on-notice hearing before a section 

9 Judge authorised to sit in the King’s Bench Division at 2.00pm on Thursday 4th June 2026 

with a time estimate of 2 hours. At this hearing, the Court shall consider whether the 

interim injunction order should continue and/or whether its terms ought to be varied or 

discharged.

9. If the Defendants wish to rely upon any evidence in response to the Injunction Application, 

they shall file and serve such evidence by no later than 4:00pm on 2 June 2026.

10. The Claimant shall file a hearing bundle in electronic form no later than 4.00pm on 2nd June 

2026. If any Defendant requires a copy of the hearing bundle they shall notify the Claimant’s 

Solicitors by email at legalservices@northwarks.gov.uk or by telephone on 01827 715341 by 

4.00pm on 1st June 2026 that they require a copy of hearing bundle and shall provide a 

postal address or email address to which a hard copy or electronic copy as appropriate can 

be sent.

Liberty to apply to vary this order

11. Liberty to the Defendants to apply to set aside or vary this order upon 48 hours’ written notice 

to the Claimant.
